Typically, I try to show understanding or empathy in the email.

For instance, I commonly write "Hope you are doing well" after my greeting. Using terms like "I would appreciate," "It would be great," etc. are good ways to request for a favor without sounding pushy. 

Another technique I use is before closing the email with Sincerely, Name I add a line like "I would appreciate a response at your earliest convenience." Such a sentence displays understanding while explaining that you would like a response.

Another way to display politeness in email writing is how you respond/reply to what the other person has written. When the other person has achieved something, done something for you, or completed a task, it is good to thank them or congratulate them explicitly in the text of your email.

Opening your reply with "Thank you so much for your detailed email" or "Thank you for the quick response" lets the other person know you appreciate how quickly they responded.
